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CVCH teams continue to support West Midlands Police in
identifying and evidencing criminal activity. For example on
Thursday 15th November 2018 CVCH CCTV alerted Police to

suspicious activity that was taking place on Farnborough Road,

Castle Vale, at around 2.30pm.

Due to the quick response of CVCH CCTV and West Midlands
Police, on the 16th November, two Castle Vale residents and
a further two perpetrators from outside of Castle Vale were
charged with a number of offences. The perpetrators
altogether were charged with conspiracy to possess a sawn-
off shotgun, possession of a bladed article, possession of
cocaine with intent to supply and cannabis production. Great
partnership working within Castle Vale has meant that some
serious offenders have been taken off the streets along with
dangerous weapons and drugs.

These arrests more than likely prevented a further serious
incident and we thank all those involved in the arrest for
making this happen and making Castle Vale that little bit safer.
